Kort juridisk information

Det finns inget som heter arresterad i Sverige. Om du ar misstankt for att ha begatt ett brott
kan du enligt 23 och 24 kap rattegangsbalken bli frihetsberdvad pa féljande tre satt:

Gripa

Om skal for haktning finns, far polisen i bradskande fall gripa dig, 24 kap 7 §
rattegangsbalken. Du kan inte vara gripen mer an 6 timmar. Ar det av synnerlig vikt, kan du
dock vara gripen i upp till 12 timmar, 23 kap 9 § rattegangsbalken. Ar du under 15 &r kan du
vara gripen max 6 timmar, och du kan inte bli ddmd i domstol.

Anhalla

Beslut fattas av aklagare. Du kan vara anhallen i max 3 dagar, sedan maste en domstol
besluta om du ska haktas eller slappas. Ar du anhallen har du oftast ratt att f4 en advokat
som betalas av staten.

Hakta

Beslut fattas av domstol. Det finns ingen maxgrans pa hur lange en person kan vara haktad.
Beslut om haktning maste omprévas var 14:e dag av domstol. Haktningstiden ska inte
Overstiga langden pa det eventuella fangelsestraffet. Du far bara vara haktad om domstolen
beddémer att du kommer fly, bega fler brott, férstéra bevis eller férsvara férundersékningen.
Har du inte svenskt medborgarskap ar risken stérre att du blir haktad eftersom att domstolen
kan bedoéma din flyktrisk som storre.

Forhor

Forhor halls for att polisen vill samla information. Om du befinner dig pa en plats dar ett brott
har begatts kan polisen ta med dig till forhor, RB 23:8. Polisen antecknar allt som sags och
det kan anvandas under en ev. huvudférhandling. Tank pa att allt du sager paverkar andras
situation och att allt som blir del i en férundersékning kan bli en allman handling om atal
vacks. Den som foérhor dig far inte hota dig eller t.ex. lova lagre straff om du beréattar. Det ar
inte en polis som avgor ev. straff, det gér en domstol langt senare i processen. Du kan under
ett forhor ha ratt till ett forhorsvittne, en person som sitter med som stdéd under férhoret. Sa
lange personen inte paverkar utredningen kan vem som helst vara forhorsvittne, RB 23:10 §
5 st. Du har ingen skyldighet att svara pa nagra fragor alls, och det ar inte brottsligt att inte
svara. Du har alltid ratt att svara t.ex. "Inga kommentarer”.

Storande av allman ordning

Du har enligt grundlagen ratt att bl.a. demonstrera, utdva moétes- och yttrandefrihet, men om
aktiviteterna anses stéra den allmanna ordningen (eller hotar att gora det) kan polisen
ingripa pa foljande satt:

Avvisa eller avlagsna: Om nagon genom sitt upptradande stér den allmanna ordningen
eller utgér en omedelbar fara for denna, far en polisman, nar det ar nédvandigt for att
ordningen skall kunna uppratthallas, avvisa eller avlagsna hen fran visst omrade eller
utrymme, PL 13 §.



Omhinderta: Ar en atgéard enligt ovan otillracklig for att det avsedda resultatet skall uppnas,
far personen tillfalligt omhandertas. Polisen for bort dig fran en plats, oftast till polisstationen.
Du har alltid ratt att fa veta varfor du blir omhandertagen, PL 15 §. Vid omhandertagande
enligt PL 13 § far du sitta frihetsberévad som mest 6 timmar, men du ska bli slappt direkt
efter forhér, PL 16 § 2 st. Ar du under 18 &r ska du bli slappt till féralder eller annan lamplig
vuxen PL 16 §. Du kan alltsa bli omhandertagen for att du har stért den allmanna ordningen,
men ytterligare péaféljder (t.ex. atal eller béter) kommer inte att bli aktuella om det bara ar
fragan om ett omhandertagande.

Detta galler endast om storningen ar pagaende. Om stdrningen har slutat nar polisen
anlander, kan de inte gora nagot enligt ovan. Polisen kan vidare endast avvisa, avlagsna
eller omhanderta dig om du personligen gér nagot for att stéra den allmanna ordningen. Blott
din narvaro ar inte tillracklig for polisen att f& géra nagot enligt ovan - aven om du ar en for
dem kand aktivist.



Short legal information

If the police suspect that you have committed a crime, they can:
Arrest ("gripa”)

The decision to arrest someone is taken by the police in urgent cases, 24 kap 7 §
rattegangsbalken/The Swedish code of Judicial Council (RB). You can be arrested 12 hours
maximum, 23 kap 9 § RB.

Detain (“anhalla")

You can be detained while the court decides to take you to custody or not. The decision to
detain someone is taken by the prosecutor. At 12 pm the third day after you have been
detained for 3 days, the court must decide whether to take you to custody or not. If you are
detained, in most cases you have the right to a lawyer paid by the state. Historically
XR-activists have not been put in detention for ordinary road blockades, but rather if there
has been violence, or for illegal entry to airports. You have the right to demand an attorney if
you are detained.

Taken to custody ("haktad")

This is decided by the court. The decision is reviewed every 14 days and should not exceed
the possible length of any prison sentence. You can be taken to custody on three grounds: if
the prosecutor thinks that (1) you will commit further crimes, (2) destroy evidence or obstruct
the investigation or (3) escape. If you are not a Swedish citizen, you may be at greater risk of
being taken to custody, as you may be presumed to be a greater flight risk. As far as we
know, no XR-activist in Sweden has been taken into custody for peaceful civil disobedience.
You have the right to demand an attorney if you are taken into custody.

Interrogation

If you are in a place where a crime has been committed, the police can take you in for
interrogation which is held near the crime scene, 23 kap 8 § RB. Interrogations are held
because the police want to gather information. You always have the right to answer "No
comment". If you want to avoid being convicted, you have nothing to gain by saying anything
in the interrogation. Talk only to your lawyer. During an interrogation, your identity will be
investigated but you are under no obligation to give it.

Disturbing of the general public order

The fundamental laws in Sweden protect our democracy. According to chapter 2 of the
Instrument of Government (regeringsformen), you have the right to demonstrate and
exercise freedom of speech, assembly, information etc. If the activities are considered to
disrupt the public order, or are considered to be a threat to it, the police can intervene in the
following ways towards an individual.



Force to leave or removal

The police can order you to leave a certain area or space, if this is necessary to maintain the
general public order, 13 § Polislagen/The Police Act (PL). Force to leave is an order to leave,
whilst removal is when the police remove you with force, either by foot or by car, briefly and
for a short distance.

Temporary custody

If it's not enough to force a person to leave or remove that person, you can be taken into
temporary custody at the police station, 13 § 2 paragraph PL. You have the right to be
released immediately after the interrogation. You can be taken into temporary custody for a
maximum of six hours, starting from the time you were taken by the police or security guard.
This is not applicable to people under 15 years.

For this to be applicable, the disruption must be ongoing. If the disruption stopped when the
police arrive, they cannot do anything related to the above. The police can only force you to
leave, remove you or take you into custody if you personally have disturbed the public order
in a concrete way. Your presence only is not enough for the police to intervene - even if you
are a known activist.

Recommendations for dealing with the police

Behave in a polite and respectful manner

Choose how much you want to talk to the police but never talk about anyone else in
the movement

The general recommendation is to talk as little as possible to the police.

If the police approach you during an action and you don't want to talk to them, ask
the police to approach the police contact (one of the activists who has chosen to be
in charge of contact with the police)

e Never admit to a crime. You can say that you heard the police call for you to leave
but you chose to stay. You can argue with emergency law: you are doing this
because this is important and that society needs to address this now, that it is morally
right to protest and to stop the on-going destruction of the planet

e |[f the police want to remove you from the place, you can choose whether you go by
yourself, are taken away sitting or lying down, or whether the police have to drag you
away. This happens without us actively resisting. So we relax our bodies when the
police take you by force, or leave by ourselves. Don't try to resist by holding on to
something or actively pulling away from the police - this will be seen as "active
resistance" and it can result in the police using violence to remove you
